PROJECT LOVE
                                         Romeo and Juliet theme presentations

The story of Romeo and Juliet ends in tragedy only because the main characters fall in love. Their love is combated by the hatred long experienced by their families, and in the end, the two lovers can only be together in death.  As this play commences, think about what love is and how it is portrayed in different mediums.

Task
Consider what love is.  What are the different types of love, and how has love been portrayed throughout the years? Create a project that interprets your idea about love.  Find something that demonstrates what love is.  This can be a poem, song, clip from a film or television, painting, etc.  Analyze your chosen piece; consider what the author/artist is saying about love and what techniques she/he uses to display that message.  

Presentation

Now that you have your example of love, you must present it to the class.  Bring your example to class; if it is a  song, save the link to the lyrics and song in an email to yourself; if it is a piece of art, have a link saved so the class can see; if it is a clip from film or TV, bring that as well.  Identify what specific type of love this example demonstrates. Analyze your subject and be prepared to answer any questions regarding your presentation.  Your presentation can not exceed six minutes, so plan appropriately.

Outline for presentation
1. Introduce your subject

a. Title and author of your piece (Romeo and Juliet by William Shakespeare)

b. Tell specifically what this demonstrates about love (ie: the extremes people will go to for love)

c. Of what type of love is it exemplifying?

2. Display your subject – this will include listening to part of the song, watching a clip, viewing a picture, etc.

3. Analyze your subject (Develop this part of your outline – it counts for most of your grade)
a. Address specific aspects of your subject that demonstrate love (A line or speech from the play).  All CDs are followed by CM.
b. What is the author’s view on love and how she/he displays that (Shakespeare uses contrasting modes to display love and hate)

4. Answer any questions from the class

***You must have a written outline to work from during your presentation.  The outline will be collected after the presentation.
You will be graded on the following:

1. Preparation 

2. Analysis
3. Delivery
4. Discussion after presentation

As an audience member, I expect you to be respectful.  If I need to remind you to be quiet during another student’s presentation, you will receive points off your project grade.
