Throughout recorded history, literature has been a major catalyst for change.  During semester one of English 9 we will study a memoir, novel and multiple articles that speak out against injustice.  It is not necessary, however, to be a famous author to speak out; anyone can fight injustice. 
Explore your world and come up with an artistic example of protest.  The example can be a song, a poem, a painting, graffiti or even political cartoons.  This can be of your own creation towards something you feel strongly against OR your findings from a particular artist. Schedule a date to present to the class.  We will be doing one or two presentations the beginning of each class.  The presentations do not have to be long, just thoughtful.

Presentation

Now that you have your example of protest, you must present it to the class.  Bring your example to class; if it is a song, project the lyrics for the class and find the song online/ipod; if it is a piece of art, project the image online; if it is a clip from film or TV, have the link saved.  Identify what specific type of protest this example demonstrates. Analyze your subject and be prepared to answer any questions regarding your presentation.  Your presentation can not exceed six minutes, so plan appropriately.

Outline for presentation
1. Introduce your subject

a. Title and author of your piece (The Crucible by Arthur Miller)

b. Tell specifically what this is protesting (The 1950’s Red Scare)
2. Display your subject – this will include listening to part of the song, watching a clip, viewing a picture, etc.

3. Analyze your subject

a. Address specific aspects of your subject (A line from the song, speech from the play, etc.)

b. What is the author’s view on this injustice and how specifically does she/he displays that view?
4. Answer any questions from the class

As an audience member, I expect you to be respectful.  If I need to remind you to be quiet during another student’s presentation, you will receive points off your project grade.
