SAMPLE:
1. WORD:  Belligerent
2. SENTENCE FOUND:  Mr. Brown was belligerent after a student kicked him in the shins and called him “stinky.”
3. EDUCATED GUESS:  I think this word mean angry.
4. DEFINITION:  Inclined or eager to fight; hostile or aggressive
5. ORIGINAL SENTENCE:  I became belligerent when my sister ate my jelly beans. 
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
